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Presented by Chief Justice Donald W. Lemons to the 2019 Judicial Conference 
of Virginia in Williamsburg, Virginia.

Not too long ago, I came home one evening and my wife, Carol, 
asked me if anything interesting happened at the court today.  I could have 
answered  “everything at the court is interesting every day,”  but I didn’t.  So 
I picked out one thing and told her in a  “matter of fact” tone,  “Well, I was 
sued for 10 million dollars today.”  That got her attention! She was stunned. 
“But Don, we don’t have 10 million dollars!”  After I explained that Judges are 
immune from suit for conduct within their o�cial duties, she seemed 
satis�ed and then asked the question that all of us have asked:  “If they 
can’t get any money, why do they bother suing you?”  Great question.

Several weeks later, Carol asked me if anything interesting had happened at the court.  I responded 
that I had been sued again.  Satis�ed by my prior explanation, she said, “well, that doesn’t matter.”  I said 
this one is di�erent.  “The plainti� alleges that I committed treason.  If it is found to be true, I will be placed 
against a wall and shot.”  That got her attention.

The Constitution of Virginia provides that the Chief Justice is the head of the Judicial branch of
government.  Every Monday, I receive an updated list of the law suits and complaints currently pending that 
involve Virginia courts, judges, magistrates and other judicial department employees as parties.  It is huge.  
Presently there are 71 separate matters that I monitor.

Many of you are no stranger to being named as a party in a law suit because of your o�cial actions as 
a judge.  Don’t feel alone.  I am sued far more often than any of you.  I have been sued practically 
everywhere in Virginia in state and federal courts.  Interestingly, I have been sued in the United Nations, 
the World Court in the Hague, and the Greek Embassy.  Only 3 weeks ago, I received an order signed by my 
law school classmate, Federal District Court Judge John Gibney.  The order dismissed a petition �led by an 
inmate in a federal prison requesting that I be arrested and immediately imprisoned.

We live in a contentious and litigious world.  It is our role to resolve disputes and controversies.  
Sometimes it is awkward when we are the subject of the dispute or controversy.

In recent months we have seen controversy embroil three executive branch Constitutional o�ces.  
The specter of redistricting and election of members of the General Assembly has made the legislative arena 
a particularly contentious place as control of the House and Senate are at stake.  A friend of mine said to me 
“isn’t it great that the court system is above all of that.”   Well the court system is not above all of that.  We do 
have a di�erent role in all of that, but that role is the unique contribution we make to a government with 
deliberately designed separation of powers, checks and balances and federalism as components.

The National Center For State Courts recently released a survey of public con�dence in the judiciary.  
The report observed that:

Because the judicial branch relies heavily on public support to perform
 its role in our system of government, public trust and con�dence is a 
precious commodity for the courts. 

The general sentiment of con�dence in the court system is enhanced in Virginia because our Judges are 
not popularly elected.  Thirty-nine states have some form of popular election or retention for their judges 
which results in campaigns that appeal to constituencies, large amounts of money entering the process, and 
heightened rhetoric that itself promotes controversy and undermines civility.

I was once on a panel with several judges asked to discuss the merits and demerits of popular 
election of judges.  A judge from a state where they are elected began his presentation in favor of their 
system by saying:

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“I think it only appropriate to state clearly at the start of my presentation that I am a tort plainti�’s judge.  It 
would be a rare case where I would not rule in favor of a plainti�.  If the people of my state or the lawyers in 
the bar don’t like it, they can support another candidate.”  Any pretense of a level playing �eld and impartial 
adjudication went right out the window.

When I was a trial judge in Richmond, I attended an educational program entitled “Common 
Problems for Trial Judges.”  I quickly learned that so-called “common problems”  in states with popularly 
elected judges are very di�erent than what we experience in Virginia.

One judge asked the group to comment on how he handled a particular matter.  He said that he was 
up for reelection in November and he was certain not to be reelected because of controversy in the 
community about the case.  “Either way the case goes, I will be vigorously opposed by one group or the 
other.”  It was a particularly egregious criminal case with plenty of media coverage.  He called the lawyers 
into chambers and explained how much he liked being a judge and how concerned he was about not being 
reelected.  And then he proposed his solution to the prosecutor and the defense lawyer:  continue the case 
until after the election. Both lawyers were all too willing to grant the judge’s wish.  A discussion among the 
trial judges in attendance praised this judge for his “brilliant solution.”  It was then, that I registered a dissent. 
I asked:  When did this in chambers discussion about continuing the case take place?  He said, “in January.”  
Thinking he misunderstood my question, I made clear that the meeting I was asking about was the one 
before the election.  He repeated:   “January before the election.”   I asked  “Was the defendant in jail?  Was a 
bond set?”  “Of course he was in jail, he responded,  “with no bond set.”   “What about speedy trial 
considerations and the presumption of innocence,”  I asked.  He replied that is why he called the lawyers into 
chambers in the �rst place – to waive all the defendant’s statutory and Constitutional rights.

My friends and fellow jurists in Virginia, you should be grateful and proud that you do not hold your 
o�ce in a state where a judge’s reelection concerns are more important than a defendant’s rights.

That is one of the reasons why in Virginia the judiciary enjoys an enhanced sense of con�dence from 
its citizens.  We must do everything we can to maintain it and improve it.

I am not naïve about how confrontational public policy issues can become.  Our system embraces 
partisan elections in the legislative and executive branches that reveal real di�erences in policy choices.  The 
debates are often passionate and vigorously presented.  It requires respect, civility and often compromise 
to get anything productive accomplished.  Of course, there may be a few issues where only the democratic 
exercise of putting your vote on the board will resolve the controversy.  But most issues bene�t from 
cooperation and compromise

This year in the General Assembly the court weighed in on many signi�cant matters.
1. We managed to obtain authorization and funding for 435 judges.  This was the culmination of 

several years of collaboration between the judiciary and legislature.  At the legislature’s request, we 
conducted another weighted caseload study, which rea�rmed our need for these additional positions.  
After receiving the data it needed, the legislature �nally funded all of the judgeships recommended by the 
study.

2. The need for additional deputy clerks in the district courts has intensi�ed with the addition of 
new judges.  Although we were successful in getting an additional $3.5 million last year for raises for these 
clerks, we are still signi�cantly understa�ed in our district courts.  We came into the recent session of the 
General Assembly with 271 un�lled deputy clerk positions statewide. With the addition of new judges, the 
number has increased and is anticipated to be 290 positions. The court continues to make the case to the 
General Assembly that this issue is a priority and we fully expect relief in the next Session.

3. We obtained budget approval for the Wellness Initiative.  This will allow us to create a new 
position and program within OES to coordinate comprehensive well-being initiatives for judges, lawyers, 
and law students.   It will also allow Lawyers Helping Lawyers to increase its sta�ng and services so that it 
can assist more judges, lawyers, and law students on their path to wellness and recovery.

4.  We issued a revised Court Rule regarding Criminal Discovery in Virginia.  However, there was 
uncertainty regarding the money needed to fund additional assistant Commonwealth’s Attorneys to carry

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out the mandate of the new rule as well as increased demands upon prosecutors as a result of body cameras 
worn by police o�cers. As a result, the money committees of the General Assembly requested that the court 
delay e�ectiveness of the rule until July 1, 2020.  The court demonstrated cooperation when it agreed to 
the delay.  The court remains committed to the content of the rule but recognizes that implementation may 
require further budget considerations.

5. The opioid crisis in the nation and in our state has required creative solutions and cooperation 
among the 3 branches of government. With the support of the executive and legislative branches, the Court 
has now established 50 drug court dockets, six veterans dockets, and 11 behavioral health dockets.  These 
specialty dockets allow localities to tailor the individual dockets to the needs of their communities, and over-
sight by the Supreme Court ensures that these dockets all operate according to best practices.

6. Judicial retirement – I am aware that the current judicial retirement plans make it di�cult for 
many quali�ed attorneys to leave their law practices in order to become judges.  Under the current system, 
in order to obtain retirement bene�ts comparable to those in place in years past, a lawyer without prior 
service in Virginia government would have to go on the bench at an age far younger than before.  We are 
working with members of the legislature on this important issue, and we expect adjustments and improve-
ments to judicial retirement plans in the future.

Amidst the storms and turmoil that swirl in the business of government, it is in the judicial branch 
that citizens seek resolution of problems and the assurance of calm, re�ective, even-tempered, unbiased and 
respectful dispute resolution.  With all the di�culties it presents, it is a challenge for the Judges of the Com-
monwealth to be the example of civility in government.  With very few exceptions, the judges of Virginia 
have risen to the challenge.  We must continue to promote civility in the courtrooms of the Commonwealth.  
And it must begin and be maintained with us.

We need to take every opportunity we have to encourage our fellow judges, to encourage the 
members of the bar, to encourage pro se litigants, and to encourage the employees of the court to treat all 
people involved in the court system with respect, dignity and civility.

Nothing less than the reputation of the judiciary, the level of con�dence expressed by our citizens, 
and the fair administration of justice depend upon it.  That is why we sought the privilege of being a judge. 
That is why we were chosen to wear the robe. The reputation and public con�dence in the judiciary will 
thrive or decline depending upon our e�orts.

In the judiciary, it is not su�cient to reach the correct decision if the manner in which we do it 
undermines con�dence in the process.

I have been asked, “Does it really matter that judges and courts promote respect, dignity and civility.  
Isn’t it enough to get the decisions right and move on?”

Most of you are familiar with the dynamics of a small town.  Some of you, like me, live in a small town.  
It is commonplace for businesses to provide multiple and sometimes unrelated services. The drug store is 
also a �orist. The gas station is also where you drop o� and pick up your dry cleaning.

I am aware of a small town where the local veterinarian is also a taxidermist. He has a card that reads: 
Dr. Frederick Jones
Veterinarian/Taxidermist
“Either way, you get your dog back.”

But one way, the dog is alive and the other way the dog is dead!
And so it is with the judiciary.  We are entrusted with the reputation and credibility of the Judicial 

branch of government.  We are the ones who must promote respect, dignity and civility.  If we do, citizens 
have con�dence in the process.  If we don’t, the reputation of the judiciary declines.

It is my hope that today, and every day, we will do what is necessary to make the judiciary thrive and 
enhance our service to the public.

The VLWI also administers bar dues assess-
ment funding to the Virginia Judges & Lawyers Assistance Program (formerly Lawyers Helping Lawyers), 
an independent non-pro�t organization, which provides con�dential, free, non-disciplinary assistance to 
members of the legal profession who experience impairment as a result of substance abuse or mental health 
issues.

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The General Assembly appropriated $437.6 million for the judicial system for fiscal year 2018-2019. This 
constituted an increase of 2.6% from the $435.3 million that was budgeted in fiscal year 2017-2018. These 
funds comprised less than one percent of the total state biennium budget.

Total judicial system expenditures in fiscal year 2018 totaled $437.6 million. Of the total judicial system 
expenditures, 70.1% or $307.0 million was for operational costs: personal services (salaries, wage and fringe 
benefits) totaled $265.2 million (or 85.7% of operational costs) and automation needs, services, supplies, 
and equipment totaled $41.8 (or 13.6% of operational costs). Grant funds, Criminal Fund costs, and costs 
related to the involuntary mental commitment (IMC) process constituted the remainder ($130.6 million) of 
total court system expenditures in fiscal year 2018.

Grant Activity
Grant activity in FY 2018 totaled $4.7 million. The largest single expenditure of funds on grant 

activities ($3,008,243) occurred with the U.S. Department of Services for the Drug Court Programs in 
Virginia.

Utilization of Substitute and Retired Recalled Judges in the District Courts

In order to meet demands placed upon the courts when a vacancy exists on the bench, when a 
sitting judge is asked to fulfill certain administrative duties, or when a sitting judge must disqualify or 
recuse himself or herself in conflict cases, the district courts must call upon substitute judges and recall 
retired judges to assist in the processing of cases. During 2017, the total cost of the utilization of substitute 
and retired recalled judges in the district courts totaled about $1.9 million for a total of 8,454 days (33.8 full-
time equivalency positions) equating to an average of 34.2 days per district court judge. Appendix.
Utilization of Retired Recalled Judges in the Circuit Courts

The circuit courts also face the need to recall retired judges from time to time to assist with the 
caseloads of the courts and provide adequate resources when temporary judicial vacancies exist. In order to 
meet these demands placed upon the courts, the circuit courts during 2017 utilized retired judges for 3,989 
days at a total cost of $1.2 million. This represented 15.95 full-time equivalent positions. Appendix.

Fiscal Snapshot FY2019 
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Virginia’s Courts Jurisdiction and Structure

The Supreme Court of Virginia, which sits in Richmond and is composed of seven Justices, concluded 
its two hundred and fortieth year of operation in 2019. The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court is elected by a 
majority of the Court’s Justices and serves a four-year term. The Court meets for �ve-day sessions beginning 
in September of each year and every seventh week until completion of the June docket. There are no formal 
sessions of court during July and August.

The Court’s original jurisdiction may be invoked by way of petition for habeas corpus, mandamus, 
or prohibition. Appellate jurisdiction is invoked by appeal or writ of error attacking the judgment of a trial 
court. The Court hears appeals from the circuit courts involving civil cases (excluding domestic relations 
cases), criminal cases in which a sentence of death has been imposed, habeas appeals, and appeals from the 
State Corporation Commission.

Additionally, the Supreme Court is empowered to deal with matters concerning judicial censure, 
retirement, and removal. Subject to some statutory limitations, cases decided by the Court of Appeals may 
be appealed to the Supreme Court. The Supreme Court may, on its own motion or that of the Court of 
Appeals, certify a case originally appealed to the Court of Appeals for review by the Supreme Court before it 
has been determined by the Court of Appeals.

During the recess periods between sessions of the Court, the Justices conduct extensive legal 
research upon cases awaiting decision, draft and review opinions, study cases in which petitions for appeal 
have been �led, conduct hearings on petitions for appeal, and attend to administrative duties.

In addition to its appellate functions of examining results reached in lower courts and of rede�ning 
and developing the body of state law, the Supreme Court is also authorized to adopt rules of practice and 
procedure and to oversee changes in the organization of lower courts. The Supreme Court is responsible for 
the general supervision of the entire Virginia Judicial System.

The Court of Appeals of Virginia completed its thirty-fourth year of operation in 2019. Established 
in 1985, the Court of Appeals is composed of 11 judges who sit in panels of three in various regions of the 
state. The Chief Judge of the Court of Appeals is elected by a majority of the Court’s judges and serves a 
four-year term. 

The Court of Appeals sits in various regional locations in order to provide convenient access to 
Virginia’s citizens. These locations are normally in Alexandria, Norfolk, Richmond, and Salem. The clerk of the 
Court of Appeals is headquartered in Richmond and receives, processes, and maintains permanent records 
of appeals and other o�cial documents �led with the Court.

The Court of Appeals hears appeals from circuit courts in all criminal matters except death penalty 
cases and in all domestic relations matters. In addition, appeals from decisions of the Virginia Workers’ 
Compensation Commission and from most administrative agencies are taken to the Court. The Court also 
has original jurisdiction to issue writs of mandamus, prohibition, and habeas corpus in any case over which 
the Court would have appellate jurisdiction. The Court has authority to hear appeals as a matter of right 
from:
 t any önal Kudgment, order, or decree of a circuit court involving aórmance or annulment of a 

marriage, divorce, custody, spousal or child support, or control or disposition of a child, as well 
as other domestic relations cases;

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The Circuit Courts are Virginia’s trial courts of general jurisdiction and have the authority to try a full 
range of civil and criminal cases. The circuit court system consists of 31 judicial circuits encompassing 120 
separate circuit courts in the various counties and cities of the state. As of December 31, 2019, 157 judges 
and 121 locally elected clerks serve in the circuit courts. The judges of the Circuit Courts are elected and 
receive interim appointments in the same manner as the Court of Appeals judges. The Chief Judge of the 
circuit is elected for a two-year term by a vote of the judges serving in the circuit. See Table 23.  In 2019, 
there were two courts, Alexandria (18th) and Fairfax (19th), that did not use the Courts Automated 
Information System - Case Management System (CAIS-CMS). These courts transmitted their own manually- 
or electronically-tabulated data. Statistical information has been italicized for these courts in the tables in 
this section.  

In Virginia, the district court system, operational since 1973, is comprised of two distinct courts. A 
variety of criminal, tra�c, and civil cases are heard by the general district courts. In criminal matters, the gen-
eral district courts hear misdemeanor cases and hold preliminary hearings for felony cases. In civil cases, the 
general district court has exclusive jurisdiction in suits involving amounts of $4,500 or less and concurrent 
jurisdiction with the circuit courts in suits involving amounts up to $25,000.

In many instances, a citizen’s �rst contact with Virginia’s Judicial System comes through the o�ce of 
the Magistrate.  A principal function of the magistrate is to provide an independent, unbiased review of 
complaints of criminal conduct brought to the o�ce by law enforcement or the general public.  Magistrate 
duties include issuing various types of processes such as arrest warrants, summonses, bonds, search 
warrants, subpoenas, and certain civil warrants.  Magistrates also conduct bail hearings in instances in which 
an individual is arrested on a warrant charging him or her with a criminal o�ense.  Magistrates provide 
services on an around-the-clock basis, conducting hearings in person or through the use of 
video-conferencing systems.

The magistrate system for the Commonwealth is divided into eight regions, and each magistrate is 
authorized to exercise his or her powers throughout the magisterial region for which he or she is appointed.  
Each region is comprised of between three and �ve judicial districts.  There are magistrate o�ces located 
throughout Virginia, including at least one in each of Virginia’s 32 judicial districts.

Information About Virginia’s Judges
The Justices of the Supreme Court of Virginia are elected by a majority vote of each House of the 

General Assembly for a term of twelve years. Interim appointments are made by the Governor subject to 
election by the General Assembly at the next regular session. By law, the Chief Justice is selected by a vote of 
the seven members of the Court.

The Court of Appeals Judges are elected by a majority vote of each House of the General Assembly.  
They serve for eight-year terms. Interim appointments are made by the Governor subject to election by the 
General Assembly at the next regular session. The Chief Judge is elected by a vote of the eleven judges for a 
term of four years.

The Judges of the Circuit Courts are elected and receive interim appointments in the same manner 
as the Court of Appeals Judges. The Chief Judge of the circuit is elected for a two-year term by a vote of the 
judges serving in the circuit.

The Judges of Virginia’s District Courts are elected by a majority vote of each House of the General 
Assembly for terms of six years. Vacancies in district court judgeships occurring when the General Assembly 
is not in session are �lled by the circuit court judges of the corresponding circuit. The judges so appointed 
must be elected by the next session of the General Assembly. Each district has a Chief General District Court 
Judge and a Chief Juvenile & Domestic Relations District Court Judge, both elected by peer vote for a two-
year term. The Chief Judge is the administrative head of the respective courts in the district and is respon-
sible for the management of the courts.

Magistrates provide an independent, unbiased review of criminal complaints brought to the office by 
police officers or the general public. Their duties include issuing various types of processes such as arrest 
warrants, summonses, emergency protective orders, search warrants, subpoenas, mental health orders, and 
emergency medical orders. Magistrates conduct bond hearings to determine bail in instances in which an 
individual is arrested and accept prepayments for traffic infractions and minor misdemeanors. Magistrates 
also serve as hearing officers for tax setoff hearings.

The Judicial Council of Virginia is charged with the responsibility for making a continuous 
study of the organization, rules and methods of procedure and practice of the judicial system of the 
Commonwealth. It is also responsible for examining the work accomplished and results produced by the 
system and its individual offices and courts. A report of the proceedings and recommendations of the 
Council is made to the General Assembly and to the Supreme Court on an annual basis.

The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court is presiding officer for the Council whose membership 
includes one Court of Appeals judge, six circuit court judges, one general district court judge, one juvenile 
and domestic relations district court judge, two attorneys qualified to practice in the Supreme Court and 
the Chairmen of the Committees for Courts of Justice in the Virginia Senate and House of Delegates. 
Council members are appointed by the Chief Justice and serve for four years or at the pleasure of the Chief 
Justice.

The Committee on District Courts (CDC) was created to assist the Chief Justice in the administrative 
supervision of Virginia’s unified court system. Among the statutorily mandated responsibilities of the CDC 
are recommending new judgeships and certifying the need to fill district court vacancies, authorizing the 
number of clerks, magistrates and personnel in each district, establishing guidelines and policies for court 
system personnel and fixing salary classification schedules for district court personnel and magistrates.

Membership of the Committee includes the Chairmen of the Committees for Courts of Justice in the 
Senate and House of Delegates, two members of each of the Courts of Justice Committees appointed 
by the respective Chairmen, the Speaker of the House of Delegates, the Majority Leader of the Senate of 
Virginia, one circuit court judge, two general district court judge and two juvenile and domestic relations 
district court judge. These judicial members are appointed by the Chief Justice and serve at his pleasure 
which is typically four years.

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Review of 2019 Caseload Activity
In 2019, the number of �lings in the Supreme Court of Virginia totaled 1,760, which was 56 cases 

more than recorded in 2018. In 2019, criminal cases decreased by 3 petitions or 0.2%. Civil �lings increased 
by 41 or 7.6%.  A total of 1,675 of such petitions were decided.  The Court quali�ed 132 corporate attorneys 
and licensed and quali�ed 192 foreign attorneys in 2019. In addition, 12 attorneys were appointed to 

represent indigents.
During the year, 98 petitions for appeal were granted, the majority of which (62 or 59.9%) were civil 

in nature. Also, among those petitions granted were 27 criminal petitions. The Court refused 1,082 petitions 
for appeal in 2019, including 693 criminal petitions refused from the Court of Appeals (64.8% of the total 
refused) and 335 civil petitions (25.2% of the total refused). There were 220 petitions refused for procedural 
reasons compared to 212 in 2018. The total number of appeals granted and/or refused decreased 10.7% in 
2019 to 1,180, a decrease of 142 cases from 2018.  

Of the original jurisdiction petitions, the Court awarded 25 in 2019, down from 28 the year before. 
The Court refused 163 original jurisdiction petitions during the year, 98 or 77.0% of which were matters in-
volving habeas corpus.  There were also 62 writs of mandamus refused. The total number of original jurisdic-
tion petitions docketed, awarded, and refused was 275, a decline of 7.1% from 296 in 2018. The total number 
of cases decided increased in 2019, from 1,675 to 1,830.

There were 59 cases decided by opinion last year while another 66 cases were decided by orders. In 
32 or 54.2% of the cases decided by opinion, the judgment of the lower court was a�rmed. The number of 
opinions in which judgments were reversed and remanded in 2019 totaled 13 or 22.0% of the cases decided 
by opinion.

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Review of 2019 Caseload Activity
In 2019, the Court of Appeals recorded 2,090 case �lings, 70 less than the 2,020 in 2018.  This 

decrease in �lings was due to a decrease in Workers’ Compensation by 12.8% and a decrease in original of 19 
�lings. 

The majority of �lings in 2019 (76.8%) consisted of 1,548 criminal petitions (not including contempt). 
This was 38 more than the number reported the previous year. The number of petitions involving the 
Workers’ Compensation Commission totaled 95, and there were 253 domestic relations petitions �led 
during the year. This number of domestic relations appeals was 32 (or 14.5%) more than in 2018.

Final dispositions totaled 2,130 in 2019, 53 more than the year before. This increase in dispositions 
was due to a increase of 25 in non-criminal dispositions and a decrease of 28 in criminal dispositions 
compared to the increase in criminal dispositions in 2019 of 23. Criminal dispositions totaled 1,662, and non-
criminal dispositions stood at 468. Of the total dispositions in 2019, 79.0% were criminal in nature. 

In disposing of the appeals coming before it, the Court in 2019 issued 78 published opinions and 
223 unpublished opinions. There were 335 appeals disposed of through orders. The number of published 
opinions represented an increase of 27.9% from what was reported the previous year, while the number of 
unpublished opinions decreased by 67 or 23.1% from 290 to 223.

During the year, there were 888 cases appealed to the Supreme Court of Virginia from the Court of 
Appeals, one less than in 2018.

Of the 1,662 criminal petitions disposed, 187 or 12.2% were granted. This compares with 12.4% of 
criminal petitions granted in 2018.  There were 19 pre-trial petitions �led by the Commonwealth and 32 
original jurisdiction petitions �led during the year. The original jurisdiction petitions �led consisted of 3 ha-
beas corpus petitions, 3 writs of mandamus or prohibition, and 26 writs of actual innocence. There were 23 
original jurisdiction petitions disposed of in 2019.

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Appeals of right totaled 500 for the year and included, as mentioned above, 95 appeals from the 
Workers’ Compensation Commission and 253 domestic relations appeals. There were also 20 administrative 
agency appeals, as well as 123 appeals over which the Court did not have jurisdiction and were candidates 
for transfer to the Supreme Court. In addition, there were  appeals �led during the year regarding 
concealed weapon permit applications or civil contempt.
